Cuando en gran parte del mundo aumenta la preocupacion por el autoritarismo,

la tolerancia y la defensa de las libertades vuelven a reivindicarse con fuerza
como principios fundamentales de los sistemas democraticos.

Unos valores que coinciden con los
promovidos por la ILE desde su fundacion, al fomentar la autonomia personal, la
tolerancia, el espiritu critico y una mirada cosmopolita que se abre a la solidaridad
internacional. Reflexionar sobre estas cuestiones parece especialmente oportuno
ante las diferentes crisis que afectan a las sociedades de nuestro tiempo.

At a time when much of the world is increasingly concerned about

authoritarianism and illiberal attitudes, tolerance and the defense of liberties are once
again being strongly vindicated as fundamental principles of democratic systems. This
seminar is an extension of the one held in 2021 under the title “Liberal democracy

/ digital democracy. Democracy and its current transformations”, and is part of

the activities developed by ILE in collaboration with Residencia de Estudiantes that
are encompassed under the broader heading of “DEMOCRACY AND TOLERANCE".
The aim is to clarify how this concept has been redefined, emphasizing the

values on which the culture of liberty is based. These values correspond to those
promoted by ILE since its foundation: encouraging personal autonomy,

tolerance, critical thinking, and a cosmopolitan view open to international

solidarity. Reflecting upon these issues seems especially timely in the face of

the various crises and transformations affecting our present-day societies.
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The seminar will have some sessions in
English and others in Spanish. In both
cases, simultaneous translation into the
other language will be provided.
